By nature the heart is evil, and “who can bring a clean thing out of an unclean? not one.” Job 14:4. No
human invention can find a remedy for the sinning soul. “The carnal mind is enmity against God: for it
is not subject to the law of God, neither indeed can be.” “Out of the heart proceed evil thoughts,
murders, adulteries, fornications, thefts, false witness, blasphemies.” Romans 8:7; Matthew 15:19. DA

The Christian's life is not a modification or
improvement of the old, but a transformation of nature. There is a death to self and sin, and a new life
altogether. This change can be brought about only by the effectual working of the Holy Spirit. DA 172.1

No part of it is
to be reserved for the development of hereditary or cultivated tendencies to evil. To be harsh, to be
severe, too self-important, selfish, to look out for one's own selfish interest and yet be zealous that
others shall deal unselfishly is a religion which is an abomination to God. Many have just such an
experience daily, but it is a misrepresentation of the character of Christ (Letter 31a, 1894). 6BC 1101.6

The Holy Spirit describes our
condition in such words as these: “Dead in trespasses and sins;” “the whole head is sick, and the whole
heart faint;” “no soundness in it.” We are held fast in the snare of Satan, “taken captive by him at his
will.” Ephesians 2:1; Isaiah 1:5, 6; 2 Timothy 2:26. God desires to heal us, to set us free. But since this
requires an entire transformation, a renewing of our whole nature, we must yield ourselves wholly to

The religion of Christ is a firm fabric, composed of innumerable threads, woven together with tact and
skill. Only by the wisdom that God gives can we weave this fabric. Trusting to ourselves, we draw into
it threads of selfishness, and the pattern is spoiled. OHC 342.3

It is impossible for us, of ourselves, to escape from the pit of sin in which we are sunken. Our hearts
are evil, and we cannot change them. “Who can bring a clean thing out of an unclean? not one.” “The
carnal mind is enmity against God: for it is not subject to the law of God, neither indeed can be.” Job
14:4; Romans 8:7. Education, culture, the exercise of the will, human effort, all have their proper
sphere, but here they are powerless. They may produce an outward correctness of behavior, but they
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cannot change the heart; they cannot purify the springs of life. There must be a power working from
within, a new life from above, before men can be changed from sin to holiness. That power is Christ.
His grace alone can quicken the lifeless faculties of the soul, and attract it to God, to holiness. SC 18.1
